Rx Choices - Tiered Coinsurance

Every day we make wise decisions when it comes to our finances; from buying a preferred brand at the grocery store, to
choosing an affordable contractor when renovating our home. When it comes to your health care, you also play an important
role in helping to keep plans sustainable by making wise consumer choices.

Eligible drugs are separated into two tiers, with the coinsurance varying amongst the tiers. When treatment options are
similar, RxChoices empowers you to give consideration to the most cost effective alternative available to you. Your health
care professional, in discussion with you, will ultimately determine what treatment plan is best.

Tier 1- Higher Coinsurance

The drugs on this tier are more cost-effective, and follow widely accepted treatment guidelines for many acute and
chronic conditions. This tier includes both the brand and its interchangeable generics. 80% of the eligible drugs are
found on this tier.

Prior authorization is only required on high cost specialty drugs.*

Tier 2 - Lower Coinsurance

The drugs on this tier have lower cost alternatives available on Tier 1, or are generally for less serious medical conditions.
This tier includes both the brand and its interchangeable generics. Drugs not eligible but required under the Régie de
l'assurance maladie du Québec (RAMQ) are also included on this tier (applies to Quebec residents only).

Conditional copay - Getting the best drug for you

For some therapeutic conditions, conditional copay may apply a tier 1 copay to a tier 2 drug.

If you try a tier 1drug and you and your health professional find that it doesn't deliver or stops delivering the expected
health benefits, you may need to be prescribed a tier 2 drug. Because you have tried the tier 1drug, you automatically
receive tier 1 copay coverage for the Tier 2 alternative.

In conjunction with the tiered formulary, your plan also includes our Maximum Allowable Cost
product which only reimburses up to the price of the lower cost reference drug within the
following therapeutic/treatment categories:

(proton pump inhibitors) (ACEs only) ®

All of the drugs for the above noted categories will reimburse at the Tier 1 coinsurance. If you
choose not to switch to the reference drug, in addition to your copayment you will needto pay the
difference in the ingredient cost betweenthe reference drug and the drug you have been
prescribed.

If you are not taking the reference drug, or are currently taking a drug thatis on Tier 2, we
encourage you to discuss your current treatment plan with your physician/health professional.
You can also talk with your pharmacist about providing a therapeutic substitution2to the lower
cost treatment option.
